After running off-
off-Broadway in the East Village of Manhattan it was re-scored by 3-time
Grammy and Academy Award winner Stephen Schwartz (Wicked,
Pippin, Children Of Eden) and became a long-running success, first as
an off-Broadway production and then later, on Broadway. Led by the
international hit, “Day By Day,” Godspell features a parade of beloved
songs including “Prepare Ye The Way Of The Lord,” “Learn Your
Lessons Well,” “All For The Best,” “All Good Gifts,” “Turn Back, O Man”
and “By My Side.” In 1977, It was nominated for a Tony for Best Original
Score.

SVCT last presented Godspell in 1998. The musical direction for that
show was done by Carol Harris who joins this production as an assistant
to the Vocal Director. Two members of that cast are still active in SVCT
productions: Rebecca Little was last seen in The Producers and Peter
Mandel returns to perform the role of John Adams in 71776, coming this
spring.
